1) LBS Burger Joint Where: Red Rock Resort What: Dads pick up $3 domestic draft beers all day
along with the Steakhouse Burger with a black pepper-crusted beef patty with rich Swiss cheese,
onion marmalade, mixed greens, roasted tomatoes and mushrooms then drizzled with a creamy
Horseradish sauce with a real kick, priced at $13.50.

2) Tacos & Tequila Where: Luxor What: Dads land a special three-course brunch menu that
includes Albondigas soup, chopped salad or Caesar salad; a chorizo-potato relleno with a spicy
salsa verde sauce and two eggs any style or carne asada steak with home fries and two eggs any
style.
